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Welcome to Tanzania at KIA! Here you will meet our professional guide that will assist you
and transfer you to your to the hotel. After some rest at the hotel (with comfortable beds,
free Wi-Fi and a swimming pool) you will be briefed about your trip's itinerary.

TREKKING FROMMACHAME GATE TO MACHAME CAMP
A guideanda mountainsupportcrewwill arriveat the hotel in the morningto meetyouand
hold a quick briefing, afterwards you will travel by vehicle to KilimanjaroNational Park's
entrance: MachameGate(1,800 m). After the quick formality of acquiringclimbingpermits
andregistering,the climbingprocesswith will start by trekkingup to MachameCamp(3,010
m). Thefirst stageof climbingKilimanjaroon the MachameRouteincludesa passagethrough
the rain forest(wheretropicalshowersarehighlyprobable).

TREKKING FROMMACHAME CAMP TO SHIRA CAMP
After breakfast you will start trekking up to the second highest altitude camp, Shira Camp
(3,845 m). On this day you will emerge from the rain forest and for the first time be able to
see stunning views of the Shira Plateau laid out in before your very eyes. You will also feel
the change of attitude. When you reach the camp, you will have lunch and have some rest.
Afterwards you will go on an acclimatization hike towards Lava Tower Camp with a 300
meter gain in altitude and finish by travelling back down to Shira Camp for a hot dinner.



SHIRA TO BARRANCO CAMP VIA AN ASCENT TO THE LAVA TOWER
DepartShiraCampafter breakfastand head towards LavaTower ascendingfrom 3,845 to
4,630m. Theriseandfall natureof this trek maypresentsomedifficultiesto aninexperienced
trekker, however the 4,600m altitude at the Lava Tower itself is crucial for proper
acclimatizationto occur. Thelunchbreakwill take placehere in order to giveyou someextra
high-altitude time before descendingapproximately650 m to BarrancoCamp(3,960 m),
whichisthe nextovernightstopon this route.

BARRANCO CAMP TO KARANGA
On this day it is best to makean earlystart to avoidcrowdingon the wayup BarrancoWall.
Despitethe Wall'sseeminglydauntingheightandsteepnessthe actualclimbis rathermerciful
at a mere hour or so. The top providesa great photo opportunity with Kibo Peakas the
backdrop.Thenext part of the day is rife with upsand downswhereyour guideswill choose
the bestplacefor individualclimbers.A lunchbreakat KarangaCampshallbe followedby an
acclimatizationclimbtowardsBarafuwith its highestpoint being4,270m.

KARANGA TO BARAFU CAMP
After breakfastheadingtowards BarafuSummitCamp(4,640 m),when reachingto Barafu
campwe will havesomehour to relaxin order to regainstrengthandafterwardyou haveto
completean acclimatizationclimb towards the intermediateKosovoSummitCampwith its
highestpoint being4,800 m and then backto BarafuCamp,whereyou will be serveda hot
dinner. It is better to spend the remainderof the day resting and sleepingbefore night
summiting.

SUMMITING ON UHURU PEAK AND DESCENT TO MILLENNIUM CAMP
Summitingstartsat aroundmidnightfrom 4,635m, endingon UhuruPeakat 5,895m. While
the trek itself is fairly simple,ratified mountainair doesposea challenge. Therefore,a guide
will be presentmonitor conditionsthroughout the climb. Uponsummiting,you shallhavean
opportunity to walkon the nearbyglacier. Thedescentto 3,820m at MillenniumCampstarts

after a two hour rest backat BarafuCamp.



MILLENNIUM CAMP TOMWEKA GATE

Thislastcamp’spositionis far lower at the forest line affordingyou a goodnight’ssleep(whichis
alsofurther enhancedby personalthoughtsof havingsuccessfullyreachedthe top). Breakfastwill
be followed by returning to a level of 1,650m at the final point in this adventure; MwekaGate.
After a short celebrationwith the entire climbingcrew and arrivalat our offices,you will receive
yourclimbingcertificatesandthen drivento your lodge.

Mount Kilimanjarois Africa'smostpopulartrekkingdestinationandthe highestmountainin Africa,
standingat 5895m. A trek to the summitof the Kilimanjaroismagnificent,it'll takeyou through5
differentclimaticzones,onewhichranksamongthe greatestoutdoor challengeson the planet.
Thedifferent routesyou'll get to choosefrom vary in the degreeof difficulty and scenicbeauty.
Theleastdifficult routesareMaranguandRongai, andthe moredifficult routesareMachame, Shira,
and Lemosho. The longer routes havemore difficult hikingbut you'll be more acclimatizedand
yourchancesof reachingthe summitarethereforehigher.
